This installation requires a professional mechanic!

We recommend that you have access to a factory service manual for your vehicle to as-
sist in the disassembly and reassembly of your vehicle. It contains a wealth of detailed in-
formation.

Prior to installation, carefully inspect the vehicle’s steering and driveline systems paying
close attention to the tie rod ends, ball joints, wheel bearing preload, pitman and idler arm.
Additionally, check steering-to-frame and suspension-to-frame attaching points for stress
cracks. The overall vehicle must be in excellent working condition. Repair or replace all
worn or damaged parts!

Read the instructions carefully and study the illustrations before attempting installation!
You may save yourself a lot of extra work.

Check the parts and hardware against the parts list to assure that your kit is complete.
Separating parts according to the areas where they will be used and placing the hardware
with the brackets before you begin will save installation time.

Check the special equipment list and ensure the availability of these tools.

2. Ensure that your work space is of ade-
guate size and the work surface is level.
Place the vehicle in park. Place your floor
jack under the front cross member and
raise vehicle. Place jack stands under the
frame rails behind the front wheel wells
and lower the frame onto the stands. Re-
move the jack and place the vehicle back
in gear, set the emergency brake, and
place blocks both in front of and behind
the rear wheels. Remove the front
wheels.

3. Remove any skid plates if necessary.

Save hardware for reuse.

6. Remove the brake caliper from the rotor
and secure them clear from the work
area.

Secure the
emergency cable brackets to the new drop
bracket using supplied 5/16” X 1” bolts and
hardware.

8. Reroute rear ABS as necessary use the
supplies zip ties to secure lines.

NOTE: If the vehicle is equipped
with an electric differential locker it is
necessary to cut the zip ties that secure it
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to the rear end and reroute.

9. Support the rear axle with a floor jack and
remove the U-bolts on the driver side.
Loosen the U-bolts on the passenger side.

10.Install the lift block (95-300), with the pin
offset toward the front of the vehicle, making
sure the pins are fitted into the holes on the
spring perch. Use your floor jack to raise the
axle to the spring making sure the pin on the
leaf spring fit into the holes on the new lift
block.
