Step 2. At this point the OEM exhaust control valve
motor can be bolted to the valve assembly. Align the
keyways in the valve motor and the shaft of the new
valve. Mate both keyway notches using the OEM
indexing spring. Secure the valve motor using the
supplied mounting bolts. **NOTE: Do NOT loosen or
undo the V-Band Clamps, they are designed for one
A time use only. Once the clamp is tightened if can not

Step 3. Begin installation of the new system by
fastening the Inlet Pipe Assembly to the outlet of the
catalytic converter using the OEM v-band clamp and
fitting the hanger into the rubber insulator.

Step 1. To remove the OEM exhaust system you will
need to remove the cross braces/stiffener and unplug the
electronic exhaust control valve at the rear of the vehicle.
Start by loosening the v-band clamp at the catalytic
converter junction, working rearward disengage the
hangers from the rubber insulators (retain rubber
insulators and OEM v-band clamp) and remove the OEM
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Step 4. Next fasten the Resonator Assembly to the inlet
pipe using the supplied 3.00" clamp.

Step 5. Lastly, install the Extension Pipe and
Muffler Assembly by fitting the hangers into the
rubber insulators and fasten using the supplied
3.00" clamps. Plug the wire connector into the servo
motor install factory braces.
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Step 6. Once a final position has been chosen for the
new 6system, evenly tighten all clamps from front to rear
using the torque specifications on page one of the
instructions. Inspect all fasteners after 25-50 miles of
operation and re-tighten if necessary.
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
