Step 1: (Carefully read all instructions before
installation) To remove the OEM exhaust system,
Iy — unbolt the clamps fastening the muffler inlets to the
over-axle pipes. Unbolt the muffler hanger brackets
from the frame, and remove the mufflers from the
vehicle (The brackets will be reused). Remove the
over-axle pipes in a similiar fashion. Do not discard
the OEM band clamps or damage the OEM rubber
insulators, as they will be used to mount the new
system.

Step 2: Remove the OEM hanger brackets from the
mufflers and reattach them to the frame of the
vehicle.

(Make note of the hanger isolator orientation as
improper installation will cause fitment issues). Leave

é)ﬁ,f,\fg all the clamps and fasteners loose for the final
adjustment of the complete system. Install the new
Muffler Assemblies by fitting the welded hangers into
the rubber insulators in the brackets. Fit the new Inlet
(} Pipes into place and fasten them to the catalytic

converters and new Muffler Assemblies using the
OEM clamps at the converters and the new supplied
band clamps at the mufflers.
