       REMOVAL 

 
1. Disconnect the factory fog light harness from the fog lights if equipped (Image 1). 

2. Remove the plastic clips in the front inner fender well at the frame and the philips head screws located in the inner fender wells.  Re-

move the lower plastic inner fender (Image 2). 

3. Remove the 3 screws that hold the plastic on the bottom of the bumper (Image 3 ). 

4. Remove the factory tow hooks using a 17 mm socket and ratchet. 

5. Use a 14 mm wrench to loosen the 8 nuts that attach the bumper to the frame (Image 4) 

6. Remove the bumper from the truck.

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       INSTALLATION  

 
1. Attach the frame brackets to the frame using the 8 factory nuts and the factory tow hook bolt. 

2. Carefully lift the bumper and slide the mounts into the channels of the frame brackets. 

3. Install the supplied 1/2”x3-1/2” bolts and 1/2” nuts through the slots in the frame brackets and the mounts. 

4. Adjust the bumper to achieve proper alignment. 

5. Tighten all hardware.
