1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage. Carefully read and understand all instruc-

tions before attempting installation.  

2. Locate the driver side rear factory tow loop. Remove the tow loop by removing the two original 17mm hex cap screws. This will 

not be re-installed. Figure 1 

3. Insert the driver side mounting bracket through the original slot in the splash shield. Trim the splash shield with a body saw or 

other appropriate cutting tool so that the vertical profile of the bracket would fit through the slot. It may ease installation to re-

move the splash shield temporarily.  

4. Attach the driver side mounting bracket to the two threaded hole previously used by the original tow loop. Use two M12 hex cap 

screws, two M12 split lock washers, and two M12 flat washers to fasten the bracket to the vehicle. Do not fully tighten at this 

time. Figure 4 

5. Locate the rear most exhaust muffler hanger. Remove the two original 17mm hex cap screws. Do not disassemble the exhaust 

hanger bracket from the muffler assembly. Figure 2 

6. Attach the passenger side mounting bracket to the vehicle with the exhaust hanger bracket stacked below. Use the remaining two 

M12 hex cap screws, two M12 split lock washer, and two M12 flat washers to fasten. Do not fully tighten at this time. Figure 3 

7. If splash shield was removed to ease installation of driver side mounting bracket, re-install and trim at this time. 

8. Attach the main hitch assembly to the inside of both mounting brackets using eight M10 hex cap screws, eight M10 split lock 

washers, and eight M10 flat washers. Do not fully tighten at this time. Figure 5 & 6 

9. Adjust hitch assembly as desired. During adjustment, allow sufficient clearance to the exhaust components. Tighten all M12 

fasteners to 55-60 ft-lbs and all M10 fasteners to 35-40 ft-lbs.
